= In accordance with the UAW Constitution
Article 44, it is mandated that each local
union of the UAW have a Union Label
Committee.

= Article 54, Section 8 of the UAW
Constitution states: “All Local Unions shall
have an appointed or elected Union Label
Committee that must function.”

The familiar “wheel” logo is the
UAW’s regular trademark.

= A local union must have permission from their
Regional Director to put the UAW “wheel” logo

or block-lettered “UAW” on T-shirts, hats,
jackets, or other items promoting joint efforts.

This is the mark that is used on products or
their packaging to assure customers that this
quality product is made by UAW members in
a UAW-represented facility. The UAW Union
Label is the official seal used for this purpose,
and we should be proud to show it on all our
products.

Some locals have their own “quality label” designed for their
own specific worksite. The label includes the local union
number and the name of the worksite.
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Support good jobs, Look for the union label when you
purchase goods and services.
